DAY 8 DUBAI/MUSCAT From Dubai, fly to Muscat, the ancient capital of Oman and upon
arrival continue to the Grand Hyatt Hotel Muscat.

Continue on to
Jabrin, the finest of Oman's castles built in the late 17th century and see spectacular Omani
ceiling painting and beautifully executed woodcarvings. Before returning to Muscat, visit the
charming village of Birkat Al Mauz, found in the foothills of the Jebel Akhdar Mountains.
