We look forward to welcoming you aboard Oceania Cruises’ Nautica for your upcoming cruise, Asian Explorations. 
Before you know it, you will be on your cruise enjoying your home away from home.  One of the last remaining steps is 
to obtain your required Chinese Visa. All U.S. citizens are required to have a Chinese Visa.  
 
Travel requirements for non-U.S. citizens may differ and therefore it is the sole responsibility of each traveler to obtain 
and have available the appropriate valid travel and health documents. Travelers who do not have valid documentation will 
not be boarded and will forfeit all monies.   
 
Enclosed is a copy of the Chinese Visa application with all mandatory fields highlighted, and some helpful hints for filling 
out the form. 
 
The Chinese visa application must be typed. Handwritten forms will not be accepted. For your convenience, you can find 
the Visa application form on our website, www.GoNext.com, under Links (found in the upper right hand corner of the 
screen below the search box). You will need Adobe Acrobat Reader to open the Visa application.   Please complete all 
mandatory fields of the form, print it, sign it, and mail it to Go Next with your passport and passport photo. 
      Please submit the following items to Go Next: 
 

 A completed typed and signed visa application form. (Hand written forms will not be accepted)  
 Your signed passport (with a minimum of 7 months remaining validity and containing a minimum of two 

blank visa pages remaining. 
 One official passport quality photo 2”x 2” with a color photo and plain white background taken within the 

last 2 years. (Photo copies and scanned photos are not acceptable, please tape the passport photo to the 
application) 

 Applicants who were born in China are required to submit their Chinese passport or last foreign passport 
with a Chinese visa. 

 
These items must be received in our office no later than 55 days prior to your departure so we can obtain an individual 
Chinese visa for you.  We recommend that you send these items to our office by certified mail, FedEx, UPS or a similar 
traceable service.  Based on our experience all passports will be returned in approximately 4-5 weeks.  
 
IMPORTANT:  Your stamped passport will be returned to you once processing is complete via FedEx or UPS 
service and a signature will be required upon delivery.  Passports will be delivered to the address that you listed on 
your reservation form.  If no one will be at that address during normal business hours to sign for the documents, 
you must contact Go Next with an alternate address or additional information.
