OVERVIEW

Discover the art of Washi paper making at a craft village near the beautiful
Niyodo River. As you will see, the paper is made by hand using raw
materials sourced from the surrounding forest. Extraordinarily clean water
is also essential to the process, which is why the village was established
by the river. Stronger and more durable than ordinary paper, Washi paper
is traditionally used for arts, crafts and writing. Although the Chinese
originally created paper, Buddhist monks introduced it to Japan in the 7th
century so they could write down their scriptures. Washi paper is made
from the inner bark of three indigenous plants, and while the process has
become mechanized, the artisans at the craft village still work by hand.
Later, you will see the crystal-clear waters of the Niyodo River from the
low Nagoya Chinka Bridge, which was designed to let flood waters rush
over it.

Known for his magnificent folding screen artwork with red as the
dominant color, Ekin painted ordinary subject matters that common people
adored such as fishing and farming. You will find many of his most
passionate pieces displayed at Ekingura Museum, including unusual ones
meant to be viewed through peepholes. For a glimpse into the local culture
in the 17th-century, you will visit Kochi Castle, an extraordinary building
that has endured invasions, fires and natural disasters. One of a dozen
Japanese castles with its original keep and palace, the castle is an
architectural gem with a wooden interior that reflects the style of the Edo
Period.

OVERVIEW

Discover the geological wonders in the Ryugado Caves and then explore
Kochi'’s iconic early 17th-century castle. Designated an official national
monument, the limestone caves are full of remarkable, illuminated
formations named for figures from Japanese mythology. Artifacts and
earthenware found in the caves indicate that they were inhabited about
2,000 years ago. Today, about 100 species of animals live inside, including
bats, shrimp and crabs. The Japanese government has also recognized
Kochi Castle for its cultural importance, in part because its keep and palace
are original, despite being damaged from fires and invasions. Sometimes
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called the “Hawk Castle” for its curved tile roof, Kochi Castle also features
a large Otemon Gate with a watch room where guards could monitor those
entering the castle. Kochi is one of the few castles in Japan with spikes
embedded in the walls to deter ninjas.

OVERVIEW

Enjoy a spectacular view of Kochi and beyond from its namesake

considered so iconic that it has become a symbol of the city. Even the
Japanese government holds the castle dear and has officially recognized
its cultural importance. Highlights of the five-story castle include the original
keep and palace. You might also notice the spikes embedded in the stone
walls, which were added to discourage ninja attacks. An entirely different
setting awaits you at Katsurahama, a tranquil beach with shaded walking
paths.

OVERVIEW

Explore two extraordinary landmarks atop Mount Godaisan, a sacred
mountain not far from downtown Kochi. Established in the 8th century,
Chikurinji Temple features an unusual five-story burgundy pagoda and is
an important stop on a pilgrimage route that includes 88 temples. Known as
a temple of learning, Chikurinji contains scrolls of great importance. It is
also where Japan'’s beloved Buddhist saint Kobo Daishi received his
training. He is venerated as a deity in one of the temple’s halls. Nearby, you
find the Makino Botanical Garden, built in 1958 to honor the Father of
Japanese Botany, Kochi-born Dr. Tomitaro Makino. More than 3,000
species of plants flourish here, and as you stroll through the green oasis
you can’t help but feel immensely relaxed. If the outdoor experience piques
your curiosity about Dr. Makino, visit the Exhibition Hall that focuses on his
life and achievements.

» Take in the serenity of Chikurinji Temple, an important stop on a
pilgrimage route.

» Admire the temple’s five-story pagoda and its unusual burgundy color.

« Stroll the winding paths of a garden dedicated to the Father of Japanese

OVERVIEW

Walk through one of Japan’s largest stalactite caves, a wondrous setting
that has been designated a national natural monument. The caves are
located within Mount Sampo and are estimated to be at least 175 million
years old. While meandering along the caves’ narrow paths and steel
platforms, you will behold an abundance of unusual formations, many of
them named for figures from Japanese mythology. Colored lights illuminate
the formations to add drama. About 100 different species of animals inhabit
the caves, including marine creatures such as shrimp and crabs that can
be seen in the streams that flow throughout the caves. Humans lived here
about 2,000 years ago, a fact determined when extremely rare
earthenware and charcoal furnaces were uncovered near the caves’
entrance. Perhaps the most remarkable relic is God’s Vessel, an
earthenware vessel encased in a stalactite.

OVERVIEW

Stroll through a historical neighborhood where samurais once lived and
admire the natural beauty throughout the Kagoshima prefecture. Upon
reaching the castle-town of Chiran, you will walk down a lane lined with
stone walls, behind which lie a number of centuries-old samurai houses
that recapture the essence of the Edo Period. Samurai descendants still
inhabit some of the estates, although the gardens of other residences are
open for browsing. Another beautiful setting awaits you at Cape
Nagasakibana, the southernmost point on the Satsuma Peninsula, where
you will enjoy outstanding panoramic views of Mt. Kaimon. It is often
compared to Mt. Fuji because it too features a nearly perfect
conical-shaped top. Nearby, you will find the hot springs resort of Ibusuki
and Lake |keda, a crater lake that formed in a collapsed volcano.

» Marvel at the meticulously restored samurai houses in the castle town of
Chiran.

» Drive through the immensely picturesque Satsuma Peninsula, taking in
the panoramas.

You will enjoy an excellent view of the volcanic activity while
riding a ferry across the bay to the Arimura Lava Observatory, where the
view will be even more spectacular. The observatory sits atop a hilly lava
field that a 1946 eruption created. Back in Kagoshima, you will pause at
Sengan-en Garden, a botanical oasis built to complement the 17th-century
residence of one of Japan’s most influential feudal lords. It couldn’t be
lovelier, especially with majestic Mount Sakurajima towering in the

background. For a glimpse into Kagoshima’s industrial history, you will
browse the Shoko Shuseikan Museum, which holds a collection of items
from one of Japan’s earliest machinery factories.

HIGHLIGHTS

» Admire the still-active volcano Mount Sakurajima while riding a ferry
across the bay.

* Enjoy an even closer look at the volcano from an observatory on an old
lava field.

*» See the 17th-century home and garden of the powerful Shimazu clan.

» Browse museum exhibits that depict Kagoshima’s earliest efforts to
industrialize.

Explore Chiran, an out-lying castle town during Japan's feudal period and
home base for the feared kamikaze pilots during World War Il.  Departing
the port, take a scenic drive to Chiran to see the well-preserved
residences and gardens of the Samurai. Surrounded by moss-covered
stonewalls and sporting black tile roofs, the 250 year old houses recapture
the traditional flavor of the Edo Period. Today, Samurai descendants live
some of the old estates, but many of the gardens are open to the public.
Though small, each garden is an excellent example of "borrowed
landscaping," where the surrounding mountains and scenery are an
integral part of the garden design. Visit the memorable Tokko Heiwa
Kaikan, or Peace Museum, dedicated to the young kamikaze pilots who
trained near Chiran before embarking on suicide missions against Allied
sea vessels in WWII. The museum commemorates the bravery and sad
sacrifice of these young Japanese men, and makes a plea for world
peace. Return to Kagoshima and the ship following your in-depth visit to
Chiran.

OVERVIEW

Discover the natural beauty of volcanic Japan by cruising to Sakurajima,
one of the country’s most active volcanoes and the beloved symbol of
Kagoshima. As you cruise across Kinko Bay, you will be treated to a
unique perspective of the volcano, which smokes and erupts almost daily,
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although fortunately not in a major way. However, an eruption in 1914 was
so massive that when the lava flow hardened it bridged the bay,

connecting an island just off shore to Osumi Peninsula. Upon arriving at the
port, you will visit the Arimua Observatory, which sits atop a volcanic hill
formed by another eruption. It is one of the few places in the world where
you can safely view a highly active volcano. There are numerous lookout
decks that will offer a variety of viewpoints of towering Sakurajima.

HIGHLIGHTS

* Cruise to a peninsula where you will behold one of Japan’s most active
volcanoes up close.

« Expect to see the volcano belching smoke and perhaps even feel a minor
eruption.

» Discover how past major eruptions have shaped the surrounding
landscape.

Observatory.

The garden
is a botanical oasis built to complement the 17th-century residence of one
of Japan’s most influential feudal lords. It couldn’t be lovelier, especially
with majestic Mount Sakurajima towering in the background. It surrounds
the former villa of the powerful Shimazu clan. A few centuries later, a
descendant of the clan built Japan’s first Western-style factory in
Kagoshima to produce armaments, glass, ceramics and farm tools. You will
see some of those artifacts at the Shoko Shuseikan Museum, including
personal items from the Shimazu clan and fine Satsuma porcelain. Even the
building is significant, as it was the first western-style stone building in
Japan with arches.

HIGHLIGHTS

« Stroll through the 17th-century botanical oasis Sengan-en Garden, a
World Heritage site.

*» See how the garden was built to complement the Shimazu clan’s
17th-century residence.

» Browse a museum with artifacts from a factory that a Shimazu clan
descendant built.

» Admire the museum structure, Japan'’s first western-style stone building
with arches.

OVERVIEW

Visit the key landmarks in Nagasaki, most of which recognize the
devastating effects of the atomic bomb that was dropped on the city in
August 1945. At first glance, the city appears to be modern, having been
rebuilt since the end of World War II; however, your exploration will also
reveal more historical areas with temples and secluded gardens. Still,
attractions that commemorate Nagasaki’s destruction from the bomb blast
take center stage. The Peace Memorial Park now stands near Ground Zero
and features statues and sculptures that countries all over the world have
donated. The statue of a man with his right arm pointing to the sky to
indicate the continued threat of nuclear destruction is particularly moving.
You will also browse the Atomic Bomb Museum, which holds hundreds of
artifacts that show the power of the bomb’s impact and contains displays
on modern nuclear technology.

* Enjoy a panoramic drive around Nagasaki that reveals its modern and
historical sides.

* Focus on attractions that reveal the destruction of the atomic bomb
dropped here in 1945.

* Reflect on the effects of the bomb blast in Peace Memorial Park.
 Browse the riveting and poignant exhibits in the Atomic Bomb Museum.

Here, between 1627 and 1632, dozens of
Christians were executed by being thrown into the boiling waters to
suppress the spread of Christianity, which had been introduced to Japan
about 100 years earlier.

OVERVIEW

Gain a deeper understanding of Japan’s history by visiting a 17th-century
shrine built to honor the first shogun of the Tokugawa dynasty. Kunozan
Toshogu Shrine perches on a hilltop above Nihondaira Park Outlook, from
which you will enjoy a glorious view of Suruga Bay and majestic Mount
Fuji. The shrine is traditionally reached by climbing about 1,000 steps;
however, you will reach the shrine via cable car. While browsing the
ornate bright-red buildings within the shrine complex, be sure to notice the
guardian statue near the Romon Gate, the drum tower and the stables. The
shrine’s historical museum is another highlight, as it contains Japanese
swords, armor and rare objects of art. For a bit of entertainment, you might
select a random paper fortune from a box outside on the grounds and then
tie it to a string in hopes that the fortune will come true. This common
practice at Japanese shrines is known as “omikuji.”
