Once a Roman stronghold desired for its strategic value, Koblenz is now a city with a unique blend of historic and contemporary 
architecture. Today, join your local guide for an insightful walking tour of Koblenz, passing examples of architecture that survived 
the war years, including the Church of Our Lady. You will also have the chance to see the point at which two of Europe’s great 
rivers meet at the German Corner and Ehrenbreitstein Fortress, one of the largest preserved fortresses in Europe. Later, we'll 
cruise through the UNESCO World Heritage-listed Rhine Gorge, exemplifying the extraordinary beauty of an area that left the 
philosophers and artists of the German Romanticism movement entranced.
