This tour can involve
walking on uneven ground for extended periods and occasionally stairs, some without
handrails. Travelers should be able to board a coach or tour bus independently. This tour is
not recommended for those with a walker or wheelchair.

After breakfast, set out on a half-day sightseeing excursion
that highlights some of Rome’s most celebrated attractions.
Begin with a tour of Papal Basilica of Saint Paul Outside the
Walls, an impressive church that houses the tomb of Saint
Paul. Immerse yourself in its spiritual ambiance and admire
the stunning mosaics that adorn its walls. Afterward,
continue on Ostiense Road, past the Pyramid Caius
Cestius, St. Paul's Gate, the Baths of Caracalla and the
Circus Maximum, the site of ancient chariot races. Next
enjoy an interior visit of the Colosseum, one of the world's
most iconic landmarks. As you stroll around, you'll be
transported back in time to the days of gladiator battles and
spectacles. Next, walk past the Roman Forum, a sprawling
archaeological site that was once the center of political and
social life in ancient Rome. As the tour comes to a close,
transfer to Vista to embark on your cruise.
