The occasional stop will be made along the way to view an active bald
eagle’s nest, a pictograph that the Tlingits etched into a stone cliff and New
Eddystone Rock, an immense volcanic spire that rises above the sea.
While cruising through Misty Fjords, the onboard naturalist will describe the
fiord’s natural history and point out seabirds that may be nesting in the
cliffs. After your cruise, you will be dropped off in downtown Ketchikan
where you can explore and shop before hopping on a shuttle back to the
ship.

Try your luck fishing in crystal-clear waters teeming with salmon, while
enjoying a stunning backdrop of glacier-carved bays and fjords and the
natural beauty of Tongass National Forest. Ketchikan is known as the
Salmon Capital of the World, so there is no better place to catch these
highly prized sportfish. Once you reach the prime fishing grounds, a
deckhand will supply you with fishing gear and you will troll for salmon
using a downrigger. Anglers will rotate from rod to rod, so that everyone
has the same amount of time on each one. Five species of salmon live in
these waters, including king salmon, which are also called Chinook salmon.
Pink salmon are the most abundant species and they are vigorous fighters.
If you want to keep what you catch, it can be processed and shipped
anywhere in the United States.

OVERVIEW

Enjoy the thrill of racing through a rainforest tree canopy on a series on
ziplines, each one exhilarating in its own way. This eco-adventure begins
at Herring Cove, where you will ride up a steep hillside to a camp near the
ziplines. After an orientation briefing, you will climb the first of seven
zipline platforms, be harnessed into the zipline and take off. You can
expect an adrenaline rush like no other as you race through the spruce
and hemlock tree canopy. The longest zipline is Ben’s Revenge, an
850-foot-long track that is sure to elicit a genuine scream or two. While
walking the nature trail between zipline platforms, you will pass over
several suspension bridges, one of which offers an excellent view of
Eagle Creek Falls. You may also spot wildlife such as bald eagles, black
bears and wading birds in the dense forest and tidal estuaries.

Cruise into the sheltered waters of the Inside Passage looking for whales,
porpoise and other Alaskan wildlife, and then pull up to a forested island to
feast around a bonfire. There is no telling what you may see as the captain
navigates the boat into remote coves and around forested islands.
Humpback whales are often spotted, even close to shore, and the sight is
mesmerizing. Two other types of cetaceans — orcas and Dall’s porpoise —
are also commonly seen. Orcas tend to travel in large groups. Dall’'s
porpoise can easily be identified by their distinct rooster-tail splash when
traveling quickly just below the water’s surface. This wildlife safari

includes a stop on secluded Annette Island for a classic Alaskan meal of
reindeer-sausage hot dogs, kettle chips and salmonberry jam. Leave room
for a dessert of s'mores around a roaring bonfire. Chances are, there will
be time for an enlightening trail walk through the island’s old-growth forest.

A uniquely Alaskan experience with exclusive intimate access to bald
eagles and raptors, and a rainforest walk. Experience Alaska's newest
and most intimate raptor presentation and exhibit. Take a guided nature
walk exploring the wildlife and ecology of the preserve, and explore a
historic sawmill, blacksmith, and totem park. You'll begin with a scenic
coastal drive from Ketchikan that takes you to Alaska Rainforest
Sanctuary, a private 40-acre reserve located in scenic Herring Cove. You'll
be greeted by a naturalist guide who will lead you on an informative
half-mile nature walk surrounded by towering spruce, hemlock and cedar
trees. During the spawning season, bears and seals feed on salmon in
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Eagle Creek and Bald Eagles and other birds wait for scraps in the
estuary. Seasonal ecosystem changes result in varying levels of wildlife
activity. Your walk leads into a 1,500-sq. foot flight auditorium. During a
30-minute narrated presentation, a handler from the Alaska Raptor Center
will describe the unique physical and behavioral adaptations of the birds
while showcasing their natural behaviors. The exhibit is designed so you'll
be able to see these birds flying very close by, and the grand finale will
take your breath away, as the Bald Eagle is presented. Thanks to the
tireless efforts by organizations like the Alaska Raptor Center, this regal
bird is no longer endangered. Your tour also includes access to the
custom-built raptor courtyard where you'll have time to ask the handler
more questions and photograph these amazing birds of prey close up.
You'll have time to yourself before returning to town, so you can explore
the historic Herring Bay Lumber Company Sawmill, and the totem park with
its impressive 40-foot totem. Watch a blacksmith at work and shop for
souvenirs in the General Store.

A visit
to Saxman Totem Park offers a different perspective, as dozens of colorful
totems are displayed outdoors. Another demonstration awaits you at the
Alaska Raptor Center, where you will see a bald eagle up close. The
center rehabilitates injured birds of prey in hopes of releasing them into the
wild.

You will not only
learn the symbolism behind the poles, but also see artists carving new
totems. Back in Ketchikan, you will watch a rousing lumberjack show in
which the competitors go head-to-head in events that involve powerful
chopping, rapid sawing and scaling trees. It's an entertaining nod to
Ketchikan’s logging history.

After
departing town via the gold rush’s notorious red-light district, you will soon
arrive at Totem Bight State Park. A meandering walk through a hemlock
forest will bring you to a ceremonial tribal house and an abundance of
colorful totem poles, each one symbolically representing a legend or story,
often with animals as the main characters. You will see even more totem
poles at Potlatch Park, a sister park that is also dedicated to preserving the
craft of carving these expressive tribal poles. While browsing the grounds,
you may observe artisans crafting new totem poles and see a diorama that
shows how the native people lived in the 1800s. Although it may seem an
odd complement, there is also a collection of antique cars at the park.

Learn about the history and culture of Ketchikan while riding a festive
trolley through town. Along the way, the driver will entertain you with
stories about Alaska’s so-called First City, which is also nicknamed the
Salmon Capital of the World. Highlights include the city park, where you will
pass ponds that were once part of Ketchikan'’s first hatchery, and

Ketchikan Creek, a prime salmon-spawning waterway. At the height of the
salmon run, the creek is literally black with fish. Ketchikan also has the
world’s largest collection of totem poles, and you will pause to photograph
some of the most spectacular ones.

You may settle into a comfortable seat in
the boat’s main cabin or remain topside on the observation deck. Either
way, you will enjoy an uninterrupted view of the sea. As you scan the
waters for marine life, the naturalist will describe how humpback whales
feed here in the summer and how animals such as sea otters now thrive.
The animals were nearly extinct due to aggressive fur hunting in the early
1800s, and their comeback is a wonderful success story. Other creatures
commonly spotted include sea lions, porpoise, harbor seals and a huge
variety of seabirds. Puffins are particularly easy to identify because of
their bright orange beaks.

The island offers a
great setting to listen to the pounding surf and squawking seabirds while
the raft is at rest.

Enjoy a remarkably comprehensive look at Victoria by traveling through its
most representative residential neighborhoods and by passing the
must-see landmarks such as the parliament complex.

You will also pass key attractions in the inner harbor district,
which include the Parliament of Victoria, the grand Fairmont Empress hotel
and the Royal British Columbia Museum. This tour also allows you the
option of staying in town at its conclusion and returning on your own later.

OVERVIEW

Settle into a horse-drawn trolley and ride around the harbor district at a
leisurely pace that allows time to really enjoy the attractions. Two stout
draft horses will power the trolley and the rhythmic clip-clop of their

hooves will enhance the ambiance. While traveling along, you can expect
to pass landmarks such as Victoria’s parliament, the Royal British Columbia
Museum and beautiful Beacon Hill Park. Before becoming a park in 1882,
this hilly area was called Meeacan, an indigenous Salish word for “belly”

because the landmass looked like the belly of a large man lying on his back.

As you pass other highlights, the guide will describe their historical
significance and entertain you with lively stories about topics such as the
founding of Victoria. Much of the landscape should be in bloom, as Victoria
—the City of Gardens—has a mild coastal climate that encourages plant
growth almost year-round.
